As you shop for uniforms this summer, please
note the new simplified dress code requirements.

The following dress code changes will
go into effect fall of 2017:

e Red, navy, white or purple polo or oxford uniform shirts
e Khaki or navy pants, skirts, shorts of appropriate length

e All socks or tights should be solid uniform colors or black
with no logos.

e There should be no logos on any part of the uniform larger
than a quarter.

e All sweaters should be solid uniform colors for indoor wear.
e Shoes need to be closed-toe.

e Coats should remain in lockers.

Eliot Families:

Thank you to those who have reached out about the upcoming dress
code adjustments for the fall. I am reading and considering each e-
mail and want to express that I appreciate that you are communicating.
I talked with the PTA board in the fall about wanting to simplify the
dress code and add our school color (purple). Eliot is a school of
excellence, which should be portrayed in every area. Part of building
character is having pride in oneself and security in the environment.
Currently, Eliot has an array of colors and styles. There is frequent
confusion about what is okay and what is not okay in the current, two
page dress code.

My intentions are to clarify and simplify the dress code, but I wanted
to make sure everyone had a voice. [ also wanted to make sure that
families had ample time before purchasing any new uniforms for the
2017-2018 school year. Irecognize change is hard and will work to
make this transition as fluid as possible for families.

In December, families were notified of the coming change. On
December 20, 2016 the survey was uploaded with a link provided on
our website home page and “Stay Connected™” page and it was
advertised on the SchoolWay app. The link was shared weekly in the
PTA Bobcat Blast from December 22, 2016 through March 30, 2017.
A Robo-Call was made on March 21, 2017 as a reminder to take the
survey. The survey remained available through the advertised
deadline of March 31, 2017. I purposefully didn’t include purple in
the survey because it is my intention to include that as an option, since
it is our school color.

The survey results for shirts were overwhelmingly red and navy from
the choices of white, red, navy and pink. This was not the
combination I would have chosen, but [ wanted to listen to the
majority and respect their viewpoints. [ wanted to seek opinions on
bottom colors as well; parents chose navy and khaki, so that didn’t
change. 1 would encourage parents to stay connected to school
communication and offer suggestions within time frames provided.
Anything worn inside the school building must be a solid uniform
color, no logos larger than a quarter. This has not changed, but will be
enforced. If your child tends to get cold in classrooms, have them
keep a solid colored sweater or sweatshirt in their locker. Other
warmer items may be worn by students when they are out on the
playground.

I'am open for discussion about this matter at the next PTA meeting. |
welcome your input and look forward to working toward a solution. I
hope you will respect that my priorities are learning and safety of
students, so those concerns will take priority over policies and
procedures.

WORKOUT WEDNESDAYS

Eliot is a Certified Safe and Healthy School. In alignment with the philosophy of healthy
bodies grow healthy brains, we are now implementing Workout Wednesdays when students
may wear athletic wear to school.
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Workout Wednesday Wear FAQs

@ What kind of shirts can we wear?

Any shirt is allowed, Including sports jerseys, spirlt wear, team shirts, workout shirts, t-shirts, etc. Tank tops are
allowed if straps are a minimum of 1 % inches wide. No spaghetti straps. TPS guidelines say "the cut of
sleeveless garments must not expose undergarments or be otherwise immodest.”

©  wWhat kind of bottoms can we wear?

Any athletic pants, shorts, skirts, loose jeans or sweatpants are allowed. Leggings or tights can be worn if shorts
or skirts of any length are worn over them. Shorts without anything underneath must match modesty
guidelines. TPS guidelines say “tights or leggings worn as outerwear, spandex, bike shorts, bathing/swimming
wear, sleep wear (Including pajamas), etc., are not permitted. Shorts and skirts must be of modest length
defined as a maximum of 6" above the knee of the wearer or not above the fingertip of the wearer with the arm
fully extended, whichever is longer.”

@ What about yoga pants?
Yoga pants or other stretchy, tight pants may be worn if a long shirt covers the posterior,

© what if students do not have clothing that fits the Workout Wednesday guidelines? Can they wear Free
Dress clothes, like fun skirts with boots?

Students always have the option to wear their uniforms, as these are designed to facilitate the school day, and
many students can be seen in the halls wearing their uniforms on Workout Wednesdays. Please note that
Workout Wednesdays are for uniform or workout clothes only.
